Nearly 44% of all published manuscripts 

are never cited?

According to Garfield (2006), about 20 % of papers achieve 

more than 80 % of citations while other papers are either not 

cited at all or are infrequently cited.
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✓ Quantitative metrics are important in the evaluation of scholarly 

research as universities, governments, and funding bodies try to 

find ways to make their hiring, funding, and investment 

decisions based on measurable criteria.

✓ Publishing a high quality paper in scientific journals does not 

guarantee a high citation but just a beginning of the paper 

journey. 
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The direct and indirect influence of excellent 
research on individuals, communities or 
society as a whole, including improvements to 
health, social, economical, cultural or 
environmental benefits.

Key message is that research impact is not 
created by researchers alone; but rather, 
requires communication, relationships and 
actions that connect academic research to 
people from organizations beyond academia.

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➢ Give the reader enough information in the title – while keeping it concise 

at the same time.

➢ Keep your title short and declarative, Crisp, statement-based titles are 

easier to understand

➢ Manuscript should be prepared and written in a search-engine friendly 

way, especially the title, abstracts, keywords and headings. 

Most researchers use specific terms which are only known by peers in their 

own fields. 
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Title length and punctuation

➢ Longer articles, with more authors and more references gather more 

citation

➢ Citations increased with the use of colons in the title, but decreased with 

the use of question marks.

(Do not write the title of the article as a question type. These articles will 

have more download but less citation)
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Use appropriate keyword for your article 

➢ Most publishers suggest at least 3 to 5 keywords. 

➢ Repeat these words in the title and abstract may increase the visibility of your 

article. As a result, this strategy will increase the chances of more citations. 

➢ In medical sciences using MESH keywords is useful for increasing the chance 

of visibility.

➢ Moreover, use keywords in the title of Pictures, photos, tables, and charts 

enhance the chance of visibility. 
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➢ Consider carefully if you really need to add a country’s name to the title.

➢ Article with a large number of "callouts" attracts more attention of 

readers. Many publishers use this trick for articles that are interesting.
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"Make a unique phrase that reflects the author's research interest and use 

it throughout academic life" 

➢ in other word, “have a research line” that indicating the interest of the author 

to a particular subject highlights researcher among other scholars. 

➢ In addition, adding your interest at the end of the electronic signature, you 

will know more specific in a particular subject.
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➢ Publish in high impact factor journals. 

Dhawan and Gupta studied the 1101 research articles and found that 

published in high-impact journals increased the citation.

➢ Publish your articles in journals that have more indexes. 

It will increase the chances of visibility and citation your article.

➢ Publish in open access journals

increases the visibility of your article.

➢ Journal spectrum 

 Publish your articles in journals that everyone in your discipline reads. The 

journals that cover a broader range of topics are the best choices.
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➢ Self-archive articles

A professional web page and displaying your articles on the web will 

increase citation by 50 percent, as well as personal blogs and the insertion 

of audio and text files. 

➢ Publishing special issues or special collections  

Special or themed issues on high-impact topics can attract a lot of attention 

and citations. 
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➢ Write the article with international colleagues. 

➢ articles which were written by multiple authors increase their chances of 

receiving citations.

➢ Increase the number of references enhances the chance of visibility of 

the article.

➢ Recruiting papers from highly-cited authors
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➢ Write and publish a review article

➢ Publish educational articles. These types of article usually receive a lot of 

citations.
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Post publication
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➢ Contribute to Wikipedia. Add your finding and then refer to your article.

➢ Join in scientific and social networks 
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➢ When your article is accepted in a journal give an announcement on Twitter and Facebook.
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➢ Share your research data details and provide links to your data repositories

➢ Deposit the articles online at the university’s/ open access repository.
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➢ Utilizes preprint servers: If your paper is not in an OA journal, post your 

preprints and published versions of the preprints to a repository to garner 

citations and online mentions.

➢ Present at a conference

Providing part of your work at conferences and publishing a summary of 

the article.

➢ Cite your previous papers

Remember that the self-citation should not be more than 20% of the 

references.
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➢ Creating the audio file to describe research projects on Youtube and etc. 

It will increase the visibility of your work.

➢ Share your resume' and interests in Research ID or ORCID online to 

become known to the scientific community. 

➢ Publicize yourself 

link your latest published article to your email signature.
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➢ Talk about your work and your new article with colleagues, even those 

who are not in your filed, and send them an article to know what you're 

doing.

➢ In your field, refer to the person who is the pioneer in a particular topic.
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➢ Publish tutorials papers/ lay summary

Tutorial paper is “a paper that organizes and introduces work in the field. A 

tutorial paper assumes its audience is inexpert; 

➢ Write plain language summary (PLS) that is understandable for non-

specialist
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WoS, Scopus, PubMed and Medline 

In overall, 2087 papers were retrieved 

among which 198 relevant papers were 

included in the study.
